	 Daniel 7:21 “I beheld, and the same horn made war with 
the saints, and prevailed against them; 22. Until the Ancient of 
days came, and judgment was given to the saints of the most 
High; and the time came that the saints possessed the king-
dom.”
	 Daniel saw the saints go through trials and tribulation. Life 
is that way here on earth, for everyone has troubles and sorrows 
that they must face.
