		  Whom God Hath Sent

	 John 3:34, “For he whom God hath sent speaketh the 
words of God: for God giveth not the Spirit by measure unto 
him.” Jesus speaks of Himself in this verse, but the fact is 
also true that any person sent by God will speak the words 
of God. If he has an agenda, or mission, it is to serve both 
God and man, by presenting God’s message. No other mes-
sage will do the work of God. When a person, church, or 
denomination, preaches something different from what God 
has said, it is a false message.
	 Whether by accident, or design, a false message is hurt-
ful to the person and to the work of God. Many people today, 
and throughout history, do not come to the Lord because of 
false doctrines. Some even dare to teach that sin is alright in 
the sight of God. Common sense will tell us better than that. 
Jesus didn’t come to this earth and suffer death on the cross

If anyone teaches that sin is no big 
deal, get away from such a deceiver. Seek the truth and those 
who want to earnestly follow the way of God.
	 For the Christian, there is no example but Jesus. A reading 
of the gospels will show us his example of serving God. John 
6:38, “For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, 
but the will of him that sent me.” To do God’s will was, and 
is, of the utmost importance to those who want to follow God. 
Man, doing his own will, brought sin into the world, but, do-
ing God’s will leads to life eternal.
	 John 12:49-50, “For I have not spoken of myself; but 
the Father which sent me, he gave me a commandment, what 
I should say, and what I should speak. And I know that his 
commandment is life everlasting: whatsoever I speak there-
fore, even as the Father said unto me, so I speak.” Again Jesus 
points out that He is giving God’s counsel to the world. It is
