The Using of Good Common Sense

In this article, I want to appeal unto all of us to make
good use of what we can know about matters of faith
and religious obedience, simply by reading God’s Word.
I personally believe that much of the confusion we have
in religion is because of man’s failure to read the Bible
for themselves. What some do know about religion is
based upon what they have heard from some man they
trusted in to tell them the truth. So, what if that person is
deceived also, what then? Shall they not do what Jesus
said in Matthew 15:14, “. . . if the blind lead the blind,
both shall fall into the ditch?”

Just by using common sense, we can look about and
see ourselves that something is wrong. On every land
there are buildings constructed for the purpose of wor-
ship. But, then we also see that they are divided from one
another, using different names, supporting doctrines dif-
fering from each other. So, in spite of Paul’s teachings in
1 Corinthians 1:13. He asked “Is Christ divided?” By
beholding all the different buildings, one would think so.
But, Jesus plainly says in John 14:6, “/ am the way. the
truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by
me.” How can one justify himself on religion unless he
is a complete believing and obedient follower of Christ?
