	 What, or who, is a Christian? Who is acceptable unto God? There 
are many kinds of religions in our world.

	 I’ve had it happen to me more than once through the years. One 
preacher told me once that I should not encourage “Those People” to 
come to worship with us. I told him that the doors were open and as 
Jesus said, “And the Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that 
heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come. And whosoever 
will, let him take the water of life freely.” -- Rev. 22:17.
