Bible Truth, or Man’s Doctrine?

	 Jonah 3:1-2, “And the word of the Lord came unto Jonah the 
second time, saying, Arise, go unto Nineveh, that great city, and 
preach unto it the preaching that I bid thee.”
	 Here we see God dealing with a reluctant prophet who didn’t 
want to preach God’s Word to the people of Nineveh. After some 
trials, Jonah has decided to obey the Lord, although his heart wasn’t 
in it. He is admonished to preach God’s message, not his own.
	 Today, I wonder, are there many preaching the message that God 
bids us to preach? Not for a minute can we say that everyone, every-
where, is doing God’s will, no, not even what is called the church. I 
don’t see how anyone could honestly say that all is going according 
to the will of God. 1 Corinthians 14: 33. For God is not the author of 
confusion, but of peace, as in all churches of the saints.
	 First, God didn’t ordain all these different denominations. They 
differ not only in names, but also in doctrines. About anything that 
you can think of is taught in some places and they claim to be led by 

the Lord. How can a person, or church, teach something that goes 
against what Jesus said and think that they are doing God’s will? 
Surely in their heart they know better, but continue to do it anyway.
	 Some appear to be puffed up thinking that they know more than 
anyone else. Sometimes the more education that a person has makes 
them more prideful. I have known of several who look down on oth-
ers who didn’t have the degrees that they had. One person was even 
heard to say that he thought more of a certain man after he found out 
that he had a college degree. Does that fit well with what the bible 
teaches? I don’t think so, for Jesus warns against looking down on 
anybody.
	 I have never understood, and never really tried to, how a man 
can take a verse that makes a plain statement, and mock it, saying 
that it doesn’t meant what it says. I am not that brave, or foolish, to 
try to change what God has said. Indeed a man would have to be 
out of his mind to think for a moment that he can change what God 
has commanded, whether it be about baptism, the Lord’s Supper, or 
anything that God has given a commandment about.
	 If it is God’s Word then it will be in harmony with the bible not 

in opposition to it. That is the way to tell whether you are listening 
to the truth, or to a lie. Man’s doctrine, which is the devil’s doctrine, 
will tell you that sin is alright and that God don’t mind if you do 
it. That kind of doctrine will mock the plan of salvation as given 
in the bible and tell you that God said it but didn’t really mean it. 
What nonsense, but many are not only listening to it but following 
it wholeheartedly. Some say that this is what granddaddy believed, 
or what some favorite preacher said. Some don’t like, or agree with, 
me, but if God didn’t say it, I don’t accept it. By the same token, 
when someone tells me that I don’t have to do what God has said to 
do, I don’t listen to that either. 
	 Friend, our souls, lives, and salvation is too important to play 
with. God, in his wisdom, didn’t leave it up to man to make a way 
for us to be saved. It was so important that he, and only he, was able 
to make a way to redeem man from his sin. He provided his Son, 
Jesus, to be our redeemer, giving his life for our sins. Now the only 
way that we can be saved is to stop resisting, and trying to change 
his commands, and simply to believe and obey what He said. Close 
your ears to the false teachings of man.
