	 Luke 17:12-19, “And as he entered into a certain village, there 
met him ten men that were lepers, which stood afar off: And they lift-
ed up their voices, and said, Jesus, Master, have mercy on us.  And 
when he saw them, he said unto them, Go shew yourselves unto the 
priests. And it came to pass, that, as they went, they were cleansed. 
And one of them, when he saw that he was healed, turned back, and 
with a loud voice glorified God, And fell down on his face at his feet, 
giving him thanks: and he was a Samaritan. And Jesus answering 
said, Were there not ten cleansed? but where are the nine? There 
are not found that returned to give glory to God, save this stranger. 
And he said unto him, Arise, go thy way: thy faith hath made thee 
whole.”
	 This is sad to see these men take the blessing of the Lord and then 
go on their way without a “Thank You” for Jesus. Yet, we should 
not be surprised for we see it every day in our time. So many are

Those who say that you can forsake God 
and never worship and obey, yet still be acceptable to him, are ei-
ther outright lying, or at best, very wrong. Galatians 6:7-8, “Be not 
deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that 
shall he also reap. For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh 
reap corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit 
reap life everlasting.”
