	 2 Timothy 2:24-26, “And the servant of the Lord must not 
strive; but be gentle unto all men, apt to teach, patient, In meek-
ness instructing those that oppose themselves; if God peradven-
ture will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth; 
And that they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil, 
who are taken captive by him at his will.”
	 I am saddened to see people hurt themselves, but we see 
it time and time again. Just like the scripture says, they op-
pose themselves in life. Everything from denying God, 
to living a sinful life. It all brings about a tragic end if a per-
son doesn’t wake up and come to the Lord.
