	 Hebrews 12:1-2, “Wherefore seeing we 
also are compassed about with so great a cloud 
of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and 
the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us 
run with patience the race that is set before us, 
Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our 
faith; who for the joy that was set before him en-
dured the cross, despising the shame, and is set 
down at the right hand of the throne of God.”
	 It is a sad fact that many people look at, or 
to, the wrong example in life. We can’t help but 
be influenced by people that we see in this life. 
Sometimes it is for good and we are inspired 
by someone and helped by the example that 
they set. On the other hand sometimes we 
see someone who disappoints us and we are 
discouraged by that person. It may be that he 
made one mistake, or failure, and it is remem-
bered more than whatever good he may have 
done before.

	 Mistakes, errors, or outright sins, stand out 
in a person’s life.

	 We get tired, frustrated, angry, and tempted 
by the flesh like any human. The Christian will 
resist sin and if he fails he will go to the Lord 
in genuine repentance. God’s children don’t 
want to sin and will fight against it. This is a 
battle that we will fight as long as we live. Some 
people don’t understand this and think that a 
Christian should be perfect. I know it sounds 
good and I’m all for it, but as Jesus sad, “ Watch 
and pray, that ye enter not into temptation: the 
spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.” 
Matthew 26:41. 
	 If we want a good example, the right exam-
ple, then look to the Lord. He, and him alone, 

is the standard of righteousness. Jesus will not 
fail you, he never has and never will. Any man, 
myself included, will fail you even though we 
try not to. It is a sad thing to think of the many 
mistakes that we make in life. The comfort and 
hope that we have is that if and when we re-
pent and ask the Lord for forgiveness he for-
gives. Man may not, but God does. 1 John 1:9 
If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to 
forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness.
	 The devil doesn’t quit bothering you be-
cause you come to the Lord.

We all need to help each 
other in this life. Look to Jesus for the right ex-
ample, no one else comes close to our Lord.
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
