	 1 Timothy 4:1-3, “Now the Spirit speaketh 
expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart 
from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and 
doctrines of devils; Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having 
their conscience seared with a hot iron; Forbidding 
to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, 
which God hath created to be received with thanks-
giving of them which believe and know the truth.”
	 I am bothered by things that I read, or hear, that 
the bible was written by those who wrote things to 
fit the circumstances of the times in which they lived. 
Such things are said by those who don’t believe in 
God. They have more faith in fortune tellers and so-
called “Science” than in God. They trust their souls 
to what some man has figured about some bones, 
or other item, that has been dug up.
